Main power lead could have 
a loose connection on either 
end.

1) no power to in cab 
control box 

Check fuse that leads to the 
main power lead that is 
supplied on the keyed 
ignition side. 
Check for a blown fuse, 
replace if necessary. 
Check for loose ground 
connection. 
Check for power to switch 
circuit. 
If an electrical coil operates 
a function, check the 
Ohm’s. It should register 
7.0 or higher.  

Individual circuit not 
working 

1) Mixer function not 
working 

Check for corroded plug 
connectors. 

1) either in cab or rear 
switch is defective. 

Do a continuity test on 
switch terminals, replace if 
necessary. 

2) Electrical coil could have 
shorted out 

Check the Ohm’s of the 
coil. It should register 7.0 
Ohm’s or higher. 
Unplug main harness 
running from the in cab 
control box to the rear of 
mixer. Operate function, if 
fuse blows, the problem is 
in the control box. 

Electrical circuit keeps 
blowing fuses 

3) A bare spot on the 
positive or hot lead is 
touching a grounded 
surface.

Unplug main harness 
running to the rear of mixer 
from the rear controls and 
operate the function inside 
of cab, if fuse does not blow 
there could be a short in the 
rear mixer section of the 
mixer controls.
